Key Policy Asks:

There are a number of policy asks across a range of environmental policy areas, but here are some of the key highlights;
· Establish a system of marine national parks to protect our marine biodiversity and wildlife

· Protect our coastline by implementing a strong coastal policy that includes a ban on canal-estate developments
· Protect Tasmania’s ancient forests & implement a native forests transition strategy that protects native forests & timber jobs
· Double the core funding for the Parks & Wildlife service
· Establish a stand-alone well resourced Environment & lands management agency that includes responsibility for all public lands and all environment related regulatory functions
· Rule out the burning of native forests for power & establish a substantial gross feed-in tariff
· Commit to protection of our drinking water catchments
The joint environment groups’ 2010 policy agenda was put together by Environment Tasmania.  Environment Tasmania is the peak body for Tasmanian environment & conservation groups – and represents over 20 Tasmanian environment groups with collective representation of over 5000 Tasmanians.
